Pre-Medlink: The Social & Academic 
The Pre-Medlink Day: Medlink is about experience, opportunity and information.  At Medlink you will 

have the experience of meeting young people from across the country who will be future doctors 

and the men and woman that you will work alongside at medical school. Although there are online 

opportunities for getting to know others prior to Medlink, meeting them face to face is so much 

better. First and foremost MEDLINK IS ABOUT PEOPLE, they are the source of the experience, opportunity 

and information mentioned above. And amongst the most important people that you will meet at 

Medlink are the other students on the course. This extra day will mean that on your arrival at 

Medlink (the 4 day course) you will instantly be able to immerse yourself in the social and academic 

world of the conference, making sure that every day counts.  

Many students, teachers and parents when referring to Medlink focus on the four days of the 

conference, as if that alone is Medlink. Whilst these four days are very important, it has to be 

understood that MEDLINK IS MORE THAN A FOUR DAY EVENT. Alongside of Medlink’s open ended 

commitment to support you for as long as you need, there will be a range of resources and activities 

available to everyone who attends Medlink. The Pre-Medlink day is aimed at ensuring that you are 

aware of the opportunities and are better equipped to take advantage of them. Coupled with your 

guided tour of the campus our aim is to be make you feel at home with university life as quickly as 

possible. 

Pre-Medlink Day Interactive Surgery 
This session is given a special mention as it has the goal of ensuring that you obtain the most from 

the ‘interactive surgery’ element of the Medlink Course. Most of the instruction that you have 

received from school has been in the form of teacher-student learning. This is an excellent way of 

communicating large portions of new information that is geared towards a set syllabus supported by 

examinations. A process that largely requires you to work as an individual, on the reading, work and 

problems that are set for you by your teacher. 

Whilst some areas of modern medicine still employ the teacher-student model, increasingly there is 

an emphasis on problem based learning (PBL). In this approach you work with a group, on a problem 

that you are given or may even select for yourself. The approach is based on open-ended problems, 

problems that do not have a fixed solution path. The goal is for you to develop the skills of self 

directed learning and problem solving with others. As a future doctor you can expect to be engaged 

in life-long learning geared around medical and surgical problem solving, a process that will be self 

directed. During this session you will be provided with the tools of PBL and shown how you will 

apply them to the Interactive Surgery sessions that you will encounter during Medlink and after if 

you have an interest in surgery. This is a unique opportunity offered by the Pre-Medlink Day and it 
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It cannot be overstated the importance of acquiring and overtime mastering the skills of PBL, and
